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If the licensee is a minor, who should sign the form?
The form must be signed by the parents or legal guardian(s) and the licensee. 

Should 2017/2018 licensees sign the form?
Yes.

Should a 2018/2019 licensee sign the form?
If this licensee has already signed a form during the season 2017/2018, he does not have to sign again.
If the licensee did not sign the form during the season 2017/2018, he/she must sign the form.
All new licensees (persons who never had a licence before) must sign the form.

If a person is retired from fencing or is no longer an FIE licensee, should he/she sign the form?
If this person appears in the section “fencers” or “referees” on the FIE website, the form should at least be sent to the person so that he/she be informed about his/her rights.
The FIE will determine at a later stage how to handle the data of those persons who have retired from fencing and did not sign the form.

What should I do if a licensee refuses to sign the form?
